This CPD training is run by Farming and Countryside Education in association with Natural England and Chris and Erika Bargh of Osbaldeston Hall Farm

Why visit a farm? If you have never taken your pupils on a farm visit before, you could be missing out on one of the most valuable ways of inspiring and engaging young people.  Well organised and safe farm visits are becoming increasingly popular ways of providing experiential learning opportunities linked to many aspects of both the primary and secondary curriculum.  Traditional subjects such as maths, literacy, geography and science can easily be covered during a farm visit, however many schools are using farm visits to cover topics linked to Sustainable Education and Healthy Living. In addition, many schools use farm visits as a vital part of their offer in terms of Learning Outside the Classroom.

Farming and Countryside Education (FACE) is a charity which works with schools and farms to allow children the opportunity to learn about food, farming and the countryside. The FACE website is a useful resource for teachers with plenty of curriculum ideas, farm profiles, school farm visit information and teaching resources. The FACE team of regional co-ordinators have extensive knowledge of suitable farms to visit and are involved in the design and delivery of CPD programmes for teachers. The North West Regional Co-ordinator for FACE will be attending this training day and will offer guidance on how to organise fun, safe, curriculum linked farm visits.

Natural England funds Educational Access visits to farms, making them free of charge to schools (schools still need to cover transport costs).  This CPD day will allow participants to visit one such farm which has plenty of experience of offering visits to all types of learners. Experienced staff, already embedding rural issues into all aspects of the curriculum will be there to share their experience and discuss ways in which you could incorporate farm visits in to your curriculum. 
Osbaldeston Hall Farm is an award winning dairy farm with over 180 cows. It is within easy reach of the M6 and A59 making it an ideal location for school visits. Many schools have visited the farm over the last few years and have been inspired to hear how Chris and Erika look after their cows.
