In the classroom Pictures are accessed from the FACE farm profile and from the picture photo bank to introduce simple terms to pupils  - crop, wheat, cow, calf etc and the work can be extended using the FACE farm profile pictures and the photo bank to find out about farms – count and classify different types of animal
School grounds and immediate surroundings  The school grounds can be used to collect leaves, nuts and other natural vegetation for labelling and classifying in terms of colour, texture( links to Art) or where items were found in the school grounds  (links with Geography spatial awareness and numeracy)
School visit  similar work to the above could be carried out during a farm
