Brings numeracy  into work – simple co-ordinates, and literacy with clues of where to go.  If there are a variety of trees on the school grounds, focus on the diversity within the grounds.  Link Movement and Dance with Music
School visit Local farm nature trail or wildlife meadow walk focusing on the plant and landscape diversity
