 In the classroom 

Pupils make their own musical instruments using local, recycled and craft materials. Design inspiration may come from other countries or from themes – a storm, different animal noises. Cross curricular link with Music, Art and Geography

Investigations into why are some designs/ingredients are more suitable for particular types of bread, how breads are used -for different types of meal, by different types of cultures/ethnic groups.  Cross curricular links with Citizenship

Pupils develop their own set of social, economic and environmental criteria for evaluating and comparing the sustainability of commonly used products used in biscuit making(eg by finding out why some people prefer fair trade tea/coffee, free range eggs, and why others do not). Cross curricula links with Citizenship
Pupils recognise how humans affect the activities on a farm - how humans use farm equipment - identify different types of farm machinery and their uses.
Pupils design and construct a humane mini-beast trap. Cross Curricular links with Science

School visit  Pupils are made aware of fresh, seasonal and regional produce by a visiting a local farmers market or farm shop and contrast with the local supermarket. They find out about the  variety of products on sale and where they have come from. Introduce the concept of Food Miles.  

On a farm visit pupils identify and classify the variety of mechanisms used on a farm, what they are made of, what they are used for and how they are powered – tractor, trailer, combine harvester, baler etc.
